For the benefit of all students in the campus, Swayam
Initiative, Digital learning and monitoring cell formation
and related activities were started. 12 online courses
scripts ready to translate into digital transformation.

We offer PhD programs in 38 various disciplines and
introduced interdisciplinary PhDs to our own faculty
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members to enhance their educational academic status,
16 postdoctoral fellowships in the emerging areas of
health sciences in various subjects are available and few
more will be added in the coming academicyear.

We have also started “Nurse Practitioners in critical care
course”, only 3 Institutes in entire Maharashtra have
been permitted to start thisinnovative course.

Expansion of all facilities to meet future development is
included among other concerns. Secure and spacious
hostels, grand infrastructure, sports complex, 3
gymnasia, latest state of the art fitness centre, swimming
pool, walking tracks, guest house with four star facilities
and new international girl's hostel with high amenities,
enough space for various extracurricular activities have
succeeded in attracting students from all over India.

The University is preparing and upgrading the library
building with two more floors and planning to have
world class facilities. The new buildings construction for
physiotherapy and biotechnology is in full swing, as well
as the parking lot building.

Our Molecular biology & Human
Genetics Laboratory is of international standard and is
established as a Centre Of excellence under the ambit of
Microbiology department and started PhD program this
year and acquired ISO 9001 : 2015 certification & NABL
accreditation. Virology lab also is upgraded and certified
by Govt of Maharashtra as a point of care centre for
testing Influenza & swine flu and it's diagnosis. Ours is
the only private teaching hospital in Maharashtra for
these services.

With all these accreditations in place, our hospital is the
first teaching rural hospital, in the state of Maharashtra
and 5th medical college in the country to gain all
accreditation with A grade. Our hospital has been
inducted into the prestigious consortium of Accredited
healthcare organization.
